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Looking for an easy to read book about Christian stewardship?  Or, is your first response akin to mine-- 

isn't that an oxymoron?!  If your response to either question is "yes", have I got a book for you.  It's 

called, Money and Faith: The Search for Enough, by Michael Schut.  Part of what makes this book 

different from others is that it is essentially an anthology, and the writers included range from Dave 

Berry-- you know that he doesn't make a list like this often, but surely this topic can use a laugh and 

sense of humor!; to the former Jesuit priest and one-time President of Haiti, Jean-Bertrand Aristede; to 

the spiritually sensitive and astute Henri Nouwen.  I think that discerning what is enough through the 

eyes of others, especially through the eyes of others who have lived with what is unarguable not enough 

by any reasonable assessment of what is needed, helps us to see God's abundance where it may escape 

our notice if we're looking only- or primarily- at material goods.  In 1988, thye Episcopal Church defined 

stewardship as "the main work of the church."  Canon Lee Kiefer has defined it as, "Everything I do after 

I say 'I believe.'"  To live in fullness of joy, seeing and trusting in God's abundance, caring for and 

honoring all of God's creation-- that is stewardship.  That is Good News.  It is here for us to find:  Should 

we not seek it?  As Corrie ten Boom would say, Hallelujah, Amen! 

 
 

 

Water. 

 

 It is at the very same time, an absolutely necessary, precious, scarce, and plentiful resource part of this fragile 

earth, our island home.  Our bodies are 50-70% water; we cannot survive more than a few days without water; 70-75% of 

the earth’s surface is water; 2.5% of the earth’s water is fresh, and 75% of that is in snow and ice, in ice fields and 

glaciers.  And yet:  75% of the people in the world have no access to potable water.  Statistics tell us that every 8 seconds 

a child dies from a water related disease; more than a billion people do not have access to safe water within a half mile of 

where they live; the World Health Organization (WHO) estimates that more than 4,000 people die each day from 

diarrheal diseases resulting from unsafe water and lack of sanitation; and most of those who die are children under the 

age of five.  As shocking and terrifying as the HIV/AIDs pandemic is, the lack of access to clean water and sanitation… 

[unclean water related illness] is the world’s second leading killer of children.  WHO notes that lack of safe water, 

sanitation and hygiene remains one of the world’s most urgent health issues, and fully integrating water, sanitation and 

hygiene in countries' disease reduction strategies is a pre-requisite to achieving the Millennium Development Goals.  In 

short, water is inextricably entwined with health and welfare of all people- today just as it has been throughout all 

history. 

 I have always loved a small verse in Numbers—it is smack in the middle of long lists and rules and other “dry” 

reading.  Then Israel sang this song: Spring up, O well!  Sing to it!  (Numbers 21:17)  I have other favorites that give rise 

to seeing God’s presence and new life “at the scent of water”: when Ezekiel speaks of the river of water, giving life and 

healing (Ez. 47: 1-12); and when Jesus comes out of the water at his baptism that the heavens are torn apart, the Spirit 

descends like a dove on Jesus, and God speaks from heaven You are my Son, the Beloved, with you I am well pleased. 

(Mark 1:9-11).

 And in one of my very favorite scenes, fraught with layers of deep meaning and yet with a certain playfulness at 

the same time, Jesus sits by a well and asks a solitary woman for a drink of water.  As Eugene Peterson tells it in The 

Message:  the woman retorts, "How come you, a Jew, are asking me, a Samaritan woman, for a drink?" (Jews in those 

days wouldn't be caught dead talking to Samaritans.) 10Jesus answered, "If you knew the generosity of God and who I am, 

you would be asking me for a drink, and I would give you fresh, living water." The woman said, "Sir, you don't even 

have a bucket to draw with, and this well is deep. So how are you going to get this 'living water'? …Jesus said, "Everyone 

who drinks this water will get thirsty again and again. Anyone who drinks the water I give will never thirst—not ever. 

The water I give will be an artesian spring within, gushing fountains of endless life."    

 Water.  From Genesis when the Holy Spirit broods over the water before the earth is created, to Revelation, 

where all is redeemed and made well (The Lord at the center of the throne will be their shepherd; he will lead them to 

springs of living water.  And God will wipe away every tear from their eyes), scripture repeatedly presents water as both 

symbol and the way to life.  Life on this earth surely calls our attention to water as necessary to physical life; but it is in 

our spiritual lives, in the One who gives the living water and from whom life in all its fullness is made known, that our 

attention must finally rest.  And it is there, from the source of the water that gives life eternal, that we must draw the 

water that we give to the world. 

 All of these ruminations bring me back once again to the incredible interrelatedness of life~spiritual life, physical 

life, life in the tiniest details, and life in deepest profundity.  In all things, God calls us to be mindful…to see the presence 

of God in all creation, in all situations…to see, as William Blake said, a world in a grain of sand and a heaven in a wild 

flower.  Seeing all of creation in this way will lead us to recognizing God in all the chores, events and decisions of our 

lives.  It opens our eyes to see our work, our play, our responses to others and to the world we live in, as Holy:  all of it.  

Each and everything we do.  All of it is to be Holy and given to the Lord. 

 This point is powerfully made in a short, simple, but incredibly insightful and possibly life-changing book by a 

17th century monk named Brother Lawrence, The Practice of the Presence of God.  Practicing the presence of God as 

Bro. Lawrence describes helps us to see that every act~ from those that are insignificant in our eyes, to those that we see 

as pivotal and fraught with meaning~every single one, is of the same incalculable worth to God.  That’s freeing, 

humbling, awesome.   It leads to recognizing that we each need only follow Christ where he leads us, and do what he has 

given us to do, not what someone else is given to do.  Thanks be to God! 

 So, when Ron is in Haiti in May, repairing water wells so that thousands will have access to clean water, we can 

give thanks that he is doing what he is called to do, helping people to find clean water—to give them that water as a sign 

to Christ who gives the Living water. And we must do what is ours to do, and to do it with faithfulness and love.  We can 

conserve, lobby, and we can participate with others to make clean water available to all.  I will participate in a Living 

Water International campaign~ OneDollarWater~in which people set aside $1 a day to provide clean drinking water by 

rehabilitation of wells all over the world.  Each well provides water to 1,000+ people once repaired, and are useless until 

repaired.  There are thousands of such wells, so there’s much good work to be done.   See http://www.water.cc/initiatives/

onedollarwater.  

 Water.  How wonderful it is that water~common, simple, necessary to life~is an incomparable symbol of the 

presence of God. Just as those who live without adequate water know what an enormous blessing it is to have water, so in 

our lives, may we come to know and proclaim the presence of God in our lives as an enormous and incomparable 

blessing giving life in the face of death.  And let us remember the enormity of this gift when we renew our baptismal 

vows at Easter and are again sprinkled with the water of life.   Let us, with the children in the desert, sing:  Spring up, O 

well! 
 

I’ve got a river of life flowin’ out of me; makes the lame to walk and the blind to see.  Opens prison doors, sets the 

captives free; I’ve got a river of life flowin’ out of me.  Spring up, O well—within my soul!  Spring up, O well—and make 

me whole; Spring up, O well—and give to me that life abundantly.

We invite everyone at St. Paulôs to help us discern how best to respond to the 
many needs that come to our attention, so please do not hesitate to come to the Outreach and Mission 
meetings, which are held on the first Saturday of the month, at 8:30 a.m., in the Rectors Office.  We look 
forward to discussing the MDGôs and other guidelines as they help all of us at St. Paulôs to faithfully reach 
out in the name of our Lord: 
 

Eight Steps Towards Healing a Hurting World  
What are the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs)?  
In 2000, the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) were established to halve, by the year 2015, the number of people who 
live in extreme poverty. Developed by the international community including leaders from 191 countries, the eight goals were 
endorsed by the United Nations, development institutions and religious bodies, and have galvanized unprecedented energy 
and effort.  
Each goal works toward alleviating poverty and disease by establishing targets that will directly improve peopleôs lives.  
 

 
 

ERD:  The MDGs challenge us to fulfill our mandate, found in the words of Jesus in Matthew 25, where Jesus 
portrayed himself as a person suffering from the conditions associated with poverty, and blessed those who 
responded to his needs.   Here, people didnôt remember helping Jesusðor turning away.  They asked, ñLord, 
when did we see you hungryéor thirstyéor sick?ò His response was clear: ñJust as you did it to the least of these 
who are members of my family, you did it to me.ò  
Episcopal Relief & Development invites Episcopalians to answer the call set forth in Matthew 25ðto meet the 
needs of the hungry, the sick and the suffering. Giving to Episcopal Relief & Development to help achieve the 
MDGs is a powerful and practical way to live out the promise made in our Baptismal Covenant to ñseek and serve 
Christ in all persons.ò
