Message from the Rector 

 

For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, 

which God prepared beforehand, that we should walk in them. 
Ephesians 2:10 ESV 

Where has the summer gone?! ? 

 

It may not really be gone, but as the dry, hot, brown days that beg you jump 

into water somewhere show, it's going, going…. Ack! So it's not too early 

for me to put to you the question I always put to Ron:  How'd we do?  What 

was the best of the summer?… what was the most unexpected, most fun, 

most challenging, most beneficial, most rewarding, or most spiritually sig-

nificant?  

 

All of my answers to these questions are the same - CREDO!  CREDO was a 

conference for Episcopal clergy that was held in June in Healdsburg, CA, in 

the midst of vineyards, dairy cows, and a profusion of flowers!  The setting 

was as beautiful and easy to live in as the content was challenging and timely 

and the people were wonderful.   

 

One major message that I took away from CREDO was, Find Balance!  Find 

balance in all things so that you can become or stay healthy in body, mind 

and spirit.  Find balance and be able to fulfill this old admonition:  The most 

important thing, is to keep the most important thing, the most important 

thing. In balance we can be strong and healthy to stay focused on God, prais-

ing God and doing all such good works as the Lord has given us to do. 

 

In gospel lessons for August, we see Jesus modeling balance: the first lesson 

shows us that after hard days of teaching and working with crowds of people, 

Jesus takes time out.  Matthew 14: 22-33.  He sends the disciples and the 

crowds of others away, and insists that the disciples get into a boat and go 

away to the other side of the sea.  He then climbs a mountain to be alone.  

There, by himself, he prays…"In quietness and confidence shall be our 

strength." Jesus shows us that as he seeks and finds silence and time away 
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from the demands that surround him, he nourishes his own soul and body with the 

peace, presence and communion of the Father.   

 

And then he goes out again, to care for others and to spread the kingdom of God in 

all he does. 

 

During the course of the month, we will see Jesus move from teaching and more 

gently instructing others, taking them to task, and pushing the limits on their un-

derstandings of who he is, and what he's there for.  The month ends with his ad-

monishment of Peter- Get behind me, Satan!- as Jesus reasserts the necessity of 

walking in the work that God has given him to do, even though it is work that is 

hard, and will end in his death.  To do that work, he- as we- must set our minds on 

divine things, not on human things.  

 

Help to refocus and balance our lives as faithful Christians comes from many 

places, including scripture, church, prayer, each other.  One succinct reminder of 

the focus we should keep foremost in our lives comes from the catechism in the 

Book of Common Prayer:   

 

 Q:  What is the duty of all Christians? 

 A:  The duty of all Christians is to follow Christ; to come together week by 

  week for corporate worship; and to work, pray and give for the  

  spread of the kingdom of God. 
 

So….how are we doing with that?   If work, worry, vacations, family- whether in 

fun or obligation, entertainment and other pursuits take up too much time, we run 

the risk of becoming unbalanced, and sacrificing our spiritual lives for our human 

lives; of setting our minds on human things rather than divine things.   

 

In some ways, this is tough stuff for the end of summer—but when better to get 

going than now?  Thanks be to God we can come together, share our stories, in 

communion, share Christ's food for the journey, seek and find again the balance 

and peace that God would have us live in.   

 

And then, refreshed, renewed and strengthened, let us go forth rejoicing, to love 

and serve our Lord!  

 

Hallelujah, Amen!    Janet+

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Thank you and congratulations!!  You came, you listened, you heard, and you 
shared!!  The July potluck, which focused on the Mutual Ministry Review Ques-
tionnaires, was so well attended that we needed extra chairs!!  Yes!!  Thank you.  
The themes as presented by Rev. Christy Close-Erskine and Bobby Fox, repre-
sentatives of the diocese, were visioning and sustainability for the diocese.     
 
Congrats, too, on the number of responses they received from our St. Paul’s fam-
ily.  They estimated that 20-25% (!) of the total responses from around the dio-
cese came from us.  We also had very active participation in our Food for 
Thought groups held at various times and in various locations last fall to get input 
from as many people as possible in a visioning process for St. Paul’s.  It’s an 
amazing blessing to have folks so fully on board.  Well done on both counts!  And 
kudos one more time to Jill Durow who organized our fall groups! 
 
The Food for Thought responses have been posted outside of the office for some 
time.  The overall listing of responses has been typed into a list so long it took the 
back side of the paper to list them all.  There are copies in the narthex if you wish 
to take one home.  We will continue to work with those, as well as the St. Paul’s 
responses for the Mutual Ministry Questionnaires to determine priorities/concerns 
that you have offered.   
 
Utilizing the procedure the diocese is suggesting, our next task, following the vi-
sioning we have already done, is to approach the subject of sustainability.  Our 
Financial Oversight Committee is already at work on analyzing our status and try-
ing to discern options for helping St. Paul’s achieve a balanced budget.  Mission/
Outreach, hands down, seems to be a top priority with the input you’ve given.  
Now our task is to insure our financial stability so that we can be here for years to 
come to keep the flow going of being Christ’s hands, feet, and heart in the world.   
 
Year ‘round stewardship is one theme that folks have mentioned in visioning.  As 
you know by now, Amy McIlvenna and Ned Kice have graciously stepped forward 
to lead us in that effort.  They have many ideas NOT focusing on money!!  But 
they have also suggested that we publish our financial information quarterly in the 
Messenger – to help folks keep abreast of our status.  Additionally, Jerry gives 
monthly financial statements to the Vestry at our middle of the month meetings.   
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That information is available in the office for your perusal as well. I’d like to en-
courage you to become familiar with our finances so that you can give input as 
we approach discussions and solicit ideas on ways to help St. Paul’s become 
sustainable.  Let’s hear it for the idea of a balanced budget!!   We’re getting 
closer!  Let’s make it happen this coming year!!

EPISCOPAL MINUTE 

The Transfiguration of Our Lord Jesus Christ 
 
Celebration of the Transfiguration began in the eastern church in the late fourth 
century. The feast is celebrated on Aug. 6.  This was the date of the dedication of 
the first church built on Mount Tabor, which is traditionally considered to be the

Celebration of the feast was not common 
in the western church until the ninth century.  It was declared a universal feast of 
the western church by Pope Callistus III in 1457.  The feast was first included in the 
English Prayer Book as a black letter day in the 1561 revision of the calendar of the 
church year.  It was included as a red letter day with proper collect and readings in 
the American Prayer Book of 1892.  Its inclusion reflects the efforts of William Reed 
Huntington, who wrote the BCP collect for the Transfiguration.  This collect prays,

days of the church year as a Feast of our Lord.   Other provinces of the Anglican 
Communion followed the lead of the Episcopal Church in celebrating the Transfigu-
ration as a major feast. The transfiguration gospel is used on the Last Sunday after 
Epiphany in all three years of the BCP Eucharistic lectionary.  As an Epiphany story, 
the Transfiguration provides one of the most distinctive and dramatic showings of

St. Bartholomew, 1st. century, one of the 12.   

All that is known of him with certainty is that he is mentioned in the synoptic gospels 

and Acts as one of the twelve apostles. His name, a patronymic, means "son of Tolo-

mai" and scholars believe he is the same as Nathanael mentioned in John, who says he 

is from Cana and that Jesus called him an "Israelite...incapable of deceit." The Roman 

Martyrology says he preached in India and Greater Armenia, where he was flayed and 

beheaded by King Astyages. Tradition has the place as Abanopolis on the west coast 

of the Caspian Sea and that he also preached in Mesopotamia, Persia, and Egypt. The 

Gospel of Bartholomew is apochryphal and was condemned in the decree of Pseudo-

Gelasius.

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The July meeting started with caring & sharing and a Barbara Brown Taylor reading.  

Kudos were given to vestry members for the solid support in attending the July potluck 

where the results of the Mutual Ministry Questionnaires were discussed.  Continuing on 

the theme that evening of visioning and sustainability, we looked at what we needed to do 

as a parish to act now on behalf of St. Paulôs.  People were in agreement that our parish 

family has already focused on visioning via both the Food for Thought groups which 

were well attended and the MM Questionnaires submitted.   

 

It was affirmed that our task now is to take the necessary steps to insure that St. Paulôs is 

financially sustainable.  With that in mind, Ron Fullmer submitted  a resolution to reduce 

our diocesan assessment of 25% (which is one of the highest in the nation) to 17.5% 

which is the average nationally.  He submitted background data to support those figures.  

The intent is to present the resolution at convention in Oct.  It was heartily endorsed by 

the vestry.  The group then voted to have the resolution be submitted by the St. Paulôs ves-

try instead of by an individual.   

 

Recognizing that a possible reduction in the assessment would only partially deal with 

our deficit, ways to trim expenses at St. Paulôs along with ways to invite our St. Paulôs 

family to participate in that effort were discussed.  This included the idea of a ñWISH 

LISTò of supplies needed at church covering both office supplies and ñhouseholdò sup-

plies which might be contributed by parishioners.  Stay tuned for this opportunity to ap-

pear in the Messenger.   

 

The Sr. Warden noted that the diocese had funds to pay expenses for two people to attend 

a stewardship conference in TX.  Rev. Janet has attended two conferences this summer ï 

one was paid for primarily by the sponsoring body, CREDO, and the second, a spirituality 

conference, was paid for by Janet out of personal funds.  As usual, our priest is setting an 

amazing example.

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About a month ago I met with Monte Dickinson to discuss Stewardship.   What came from that meeting 

was the beginning of  ―The Stewardship Committee‖.  Monte asked me if I would be willing to chair this 

committee ( how does one say ―NO‖ to Monte) and we discussed others who might be interested in work-

ing with me.  By the Grace of God, Ned Kice has agreed to work with me.  Ned and I met and discussed 

what we envisioned for a stewardship committee.  Janet, Monte, Ned and myself met to brainstorm and 
have come up with some ideas for how we can make stewardship more than a once a year reminder or 

something that is discussed at the yearly parish meeting.  I have spent a lot of time praying and searching 

my own heart about why this is such an important mission for me.   I am not an eloquent speaker or 

writer; so I will just be as honest as I can. 

 

When I was a child going to church, my mother or grandmother would always made sure that I had a 

quarter to put in the collection plate.  I knew that I needed to do this, but I never really understood why.   

When I joined the Episcopal Church and started getting involved in various activities, I began to under-

stand why stewardship was so important.  I looked up the definition.  There are many, so I chose one that 

was precise and to the point. 

 

Stewardship as defined by Webster: ―The conducting, supervising, or managing of something; especially : 
the careful and responsible management of something entrusted to one's care‖ 

 

I think of stewardship as caring for all of what God has given me.  I have been blessed with a healthy 

body, loving family, a wonderful husband, a lovely home, a good job and amazing friends.  I am responsi-

ble for being a good steward of all of these gifts. 

 

St Paul’s, the grounds, all of the what is in the church, and ourselves as parishioners belong to God.  God 

has blessed us with the opportunity to be stewards of all of it.  We have been given the opportunity to 

serve  him, each other, our community and the larger world from our ―Base of Operation‖ St Paul’s.   As 

we all know, none of this happens without money. St Paul’s is our church home.  Like any home there is 

upkeep and the occasional emergency repair.  Over the past few years most of the inside of the church has

As a parish, we hired our wonderful priest Janet  and our secre-

tary Wanda, and they receive a paycheck . We have done mission trips to New Orleans and Haiti  and we 

give our support to many other activities in the local community. 

 

Many people get very turned off or uncomfortable when the need for money is discussed in church and it 

becomes the elephant in the middle of the room.  I have asked Janet and Jerry to put together a ―Budget at 

a Glance‖ so that throughout the year everyone can see where we are financially as a parish.   Each month 

I, along with Ned, will be writing a piece for the messenger about stewardship.  I am asking each of you 
to sit down with your family and pray about stewardship and for those of you who are interested, please 

feel free to join Ned and I on the committee. 

 

God has blessed us with many gifts and all he asks is that we love him and be obedient to his words.
