Creator of the stars of night, Your people’s everlasting light,
O Christ, Redeemer of us all, We pray you hear us when we call.

December...Advent. We approach the great celebration of the
birth of Jesus—Christmas—and we are leaving Luke for the new
Gospel focus—Matthew. Appropriately for births and new begin-
nings, Matthew begins with the family tree of Jesus: This book
contains the family tree of Jesus the Messiah, the son of David, the
son of Abraham... [And so it goes, from Abraham, to David, to the

Babylonian exile and Jeconiah, to Jacob to] Joseph the husband of

Mary, from whom was born Jesus, who is called ‘Messiah.’

Matthew begins this way in order to make a point, and it’s a
point that he will return to again and again throughout his Gospel:
Jesus is The One to whom the whole history of human-kind, and
particularly God’s chosen people, the Israelites, has pointed! He is
The Messiah, The One for whom they have been waiting: God’s
anointed, the longed for Savior and Deliverer! It makes you want
to burst into song—think of Handel’s Messiah: For unto us a
Child is born. Unto us a Son is given...And His name shall be
called “Wonderful Counselor, the Mighty God, the everlasting Fa-
ther, the Prince of Peace.” Great words; inspiring music; palpable
joy and hope. Ahhhh. And yet, there’s more!

Matthew’s genealogy challenges us, as well, right from the “get-
g0”: he begins with a long list of names of people we’ve barely
heard of, interspersed with a few illustrious names- like Judah,
David, and Solomon. But with the “big names”, Matthew also in-
cludes Tamar, Judah’s daughter-in-law who he treated as a prosti-
tute; and he notes that Boaz was the son of Rahab, a prostitute in
Jericho who put two spies into a basket to save them, and was
thereby saved herself; and then, the great King David himself,
Matthew reminds us, fathered Solomon by “the wife of Uriah,”
bringing to light David’s adultery as well as the shame of his cover
-up by setting up Bathsheba’s husband Uriah to be killed in battle.

No Secrets here. No cleaning up of the family tree. Matthew pre-
sents the unvarnished tale of a family history filled with bravery
and cowardice; acclaim and shame; persons known and unknown.

There are people who act nobly, but
also sin; there is incest, murder, and
greed; there is faithfulness and faith-
lessness; there is promise, favor, and
finally, born of it all, “Jesus, who is
called ‘Messiah.”” And the tree is
now complete.

Matthew counts fourteen genera-
tions from Abraham to David; four-
teen generations from David to the
Babylonian exile; fourteen genera-
tions from the Babylonian exile to the
Messiah. The end. Jesus has fulfilled
the promise God gave through the
prophets, and Matthew will proceed
to tell us the story of Jesus so that we
may come to believe.

N. T. Wright puts it like this: Mat-
thew’s gospel has stood at the front of
the New Testament since very early
times. Millions of Christians have
read this genealogy as the beginning
of their own exploration of who Jesus

was and is. Once we understand what it all means, we are ready to proceed with the story. This, Matthew is
saying, is both the fulfillment of two millennia of God’s promises and purposes and something quite new and
different. God still works like that today: keeping his promises, acting in character, and yet always ready with
surprises for those who learn to trust God.

That is our job as we begin Advent—to learn to trust God in it all: the good and the bad and the ugly. The
invitation is to come to belief, to be willing to be surprised, and then to believe more fully. So the Year A lec-
tionary leads us to begin this process with the surprising genealogy introducing Jesus. It will in time take us to
the visit of the Magi in the great celebration of Jesus’ birth, to Herod’s murder of the children and Jesus’ fam-
ily’s flight to refuge in Egypt, to the story of the wheat and the tares—and to all manner of examples of the
Kingdom of Heaven come near. In it all, Matthew challenges us to listen, to hear, and to think. He challenges
us to hold in our hearts the whole story of God’s Messiah, from the promises of the Messiah, to the prophets’
pointing to the Messiah, to the extraordinary birth and life and death of the Messiah.

Matthew calls us to deeply and truly consider what it meant for Jesus to be the true king of the Jews. And
then, says Wright, to come to him, by whatever route you can, and with the best gifts you can find. As we come
to him this Advent and Christmas, let us truly open our hearts to this story of God’s love. Let God speak to us
in the night in dreams; in the day through angels; and through the prophets in scripture and person. Let us open
our eyes to see the signs—the star. In Jesus, the Kingdom of Heaven has come! Let us bring the gift of our
whole selves. And then, Come, let us adore him!

As we begin our journey with Matthew with joy and anticipation~ may the Kingdom of Heaven come near!

SENIOR WARDEN'S UPDATE

When any of the holidays are just around the corner, it feels like we
automatically start living each day by looking ahead — planning for what’s to
come. The planning isn’t necessarily praying about it. It’s all about
preparations—the doing—the lists.

In a recent sermon, Janet called us to live in the here and now. She asked,
“What is God calling you to do right here, right now? Each day we have God
present, right here, right now.” It is up to us to take advantage of it. But how do
we do that?

Part of what it calls us to do is to quiet ourselves to actually open our hearts
and our minds to what God would say to us. Not one of my strong points. For
me, it’s a “Quiet myself?? You’ve got to be kidding!”—sort of thing. ’'m a
“doer.” I love doing!! The husband of one of my fellow teachers years ago once
said to Dub, “You’re married to a high energy lady!” And yet, there it is. It’s
required—for me to quiet myself to let God in first thing every day, so that He
can lead me through—to see what it is He is calling me to do. I’'m working at it.
I’'m getting better. But I’'m still such a piece of work!

Part of that quiet time with God could be just that—quiet— listening—being
ready to hear or to entertain the thoughts that flow into your mind. Part of that
time could be prayerful thanksgivings, intercessory prayers for those known and
unknown, prayers asking for peace, comfort, guidance in decision-making. I’'m
suggesting now that you include St. Paul’s in your quiet time. Is there a role you
wouldn’t choose to take that God might actually prompt you to take, IF you
gave Him the opportunity? Vestry? Reader? Coffee Hour Host? Sunday School
Helper? Altar Guild? Haiti or New Orleans Team? Choir? Pastoral Visitor???
Whatever!

God may surprise you with something you've never thought of. This prayer
stuff—it’s a risk!! The answer might not be what you would choose. But God
will give you what it takes to do it! In early marriage, we put a plaque from the
Ozarks in our first travel trailer that said, “The Lord ain’t gonna let nothing
come my way that Him and me can’t handle together.”

Be on the lookout in the Sunday bulletins and the Messenger, or just observe
and look for “opportunities”—ways to serve, become a part of a group,
volunteer for a one-time event. Sit with it. Let God be present with you right
here, right now as you prayerfully
consider a new role. As Janet has
said to me on several occasions,
“Pray about it—God will tell you
what to say!” Oh my goodness.
There’s that prayer card—go ahead,
use it!

The season
includes Christmas Day, the First
Sunday after Christmas Day, the Holy
Name of Our Lord Jesus Christ, and
may include the Second Sunday after
Christmas Day. In many parishes, the
main liturgical celebrations of
Christmas take place on Christmas Eve.

The Book of Occasional Services
(BOS) includes a variety of resources
for use during Christmas, including a
form for a Station at a Christmas
Creche, a form for a Christmas Festival
of Lessons and Music, and seasonal
Blessings for use during the Christmas
season.

Living Water International Pump Repair Trip

Ron Fullmer’s most recent Living Water trip began October 9, when he flew to Cap Haitien, Haiti. By the
end of the first day of work, he reports, the team had repaired two wells and “begun to acclimate to the 100-
degree heat of a Haiti day.” By the end of the trip, they had repaired 17 wells.

“Many of the villages that we worked in were familiar, as were some of the wells. The PVC couplings
seemed to be pretty brittle, so a few of the wells that we worked on in the past had to be re-repaired. We may
be going back to iron if this trend continues - heavier lifting, for sure.”

Ron said that having 8 team members meant there was time after working on the wells for playing with the
local kids, exploring the area, and sitting in the shade, if it could be found. When Fr. Noe and his family vis-
ited briefly on Saturday evening, Ron presented him with gifts from St. Paul's, and was able to discuss the up-
coming February mission trip.

Ron presented a trip report and slide show at the Parish Potluch on November 3, which brought out the fact
that thousands of people may depend on each well that is repaired. Kudos to Ron for having a true servant's
heart, and for planning on more trips to Haiti, even after experiencing temperatures of 113 degrees Fahrenheit
in the shade.
