We know that 

your prayers were what gave us the strength to 

do what we did, and to provide the help that 

we could. Thank you so much. We may never 

know all the good that our presence and all of 

our prayers did, but each of us can tell you  

stories of how we felt those prayers. 
 

   I can tell you that I believe that we all will 

continue to see Godôs hand in this time as we 

reflect and share and hear in each otherôs 

words and recollections, things that may have 

escaped us at the time. I believe that our reflec-

tions will reveal God's presence among us in 

times and ways that we may have missed in  

the stress, strain, and inundation of photos and 

stories detailing the overwhelming needs of the 

Haitian people.
