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Message from the Rector

February brings us to a month of

mission: both in our scripture, and in
our life together, mission and ministry,
the bringing about of God’s light and life,
God’s reign on earth, are in the fore. Our
Haiti and New Orleans mission teams
will be blessed and sent during the 10 am
services on February 13 and 20; every
Tuesday there’s a crew for The Warming
Place, ready to open the doors and spend
the night in the cold weather; our food
collection and distribution continue
apace; and every day, by prayer, dollars,
clothes, and visits, all manner of assis-
tance goes out to people near and far.

Thanks be to God, we are already busy
doing the things that we pray each and
every Sunday will happen: make God’s
kingdom of light and life come and be
known here on earth, as they are in
heaven.

In an interview with Tim Stafford enti-
tled, “Mere Mission,” posted on Christi-
anity Today (1/05/2007), N.T. Wright,
scholar and writer, who is currently serv-
ing as Bishop of Durham, England, talks
about how to present the gospel in a post-
modern world. Wright says,

The key to mission is always worship.
You can only be reflecting the love of
God into the world if you are worship-
ing the true God who creates the
world out of overflowing self-giving
love. The more you look at that God
and celebrate that love, the more you
have to be reflecting that overflowing
self-giving love into the world.

...let your light shine...! Mt 5:16

Wright goes on to exhort us to continue to carry on God’s
work in the world despite the problems and frustrations and
seeming futility of our efforts: I think here particularly of our
mission and ministry in Haiti, a country which has layers of
problems, and we are all very well aware of the difficulties of
“making a difference,” when by that we mean, “fixing the coun-
try.” We cannot do that; we can only do what we can to help
those to whom God sends us.

Wright’s point is that we must engage in the effort to bring
about God’s kingdom, despite the difficulties, and not simply
turn our heads and hearts away as we try to escape the cries of
so many people in need. Wright says we must engage, “because
the great emphasis in the New Testament is that the gospel is
not how to escape the world; the gospel is that the crucified and
risen Jesus is the Lord of the world. And that his death and
Resurrection transform the world, and that transformation can
happen to you.”

We are called as Christians, as God’s people who are follow-
ers of Christ, to be part of God’s work of transformation—
transforming ourselves and our world. Bringing the light of
Christ and of God’s unfailing love for all to all the earth. Some
of'us are uncomfortable with the “E” word—Evangelism—but
that is what we’re called to: to bring people to the point where
they come to know God in Christ for themselves, with working

for God's kingdom on earth as it is in heaven. That has always
been at the heart of the Lord's Prayer. So the question to us is,
Do we mean it?

If we waver, or think that somehow our faith and actions are
private things, that God’s kingdom has to do with “heaven,” or
some kind of “life after death” that is separate from and inde-
pendent of this life, Bishop Wright reminds us that Jesus, in
John 18, said, "My kingdom is not from this world." That's ek
tou kosmoutoutou. It's quite clear in the text that Jesus' kingdom
doesn't start with this world. It isn't a worldly kingdom, but it is
for this world. It's from somewhere else, but it's for this world.

For this world. The very one we live in. Making that kingdom
reign here is what being a Christian, and being engaged in mis-
sion and ministry, are all about. We can read about it.... there
are many good books, including Henry Blackaby’s On Mission
with God, Reggie McNeal’s Missional Renaissance, and my
favorite, N.T. Wright’s Surprised by Hope: Rethinking Heaven,
the Resurrection, and the Mission of the Church. But we cannot
stop with reading — we must act; we must each join God’s trans-
formation and do what we have been given to do.

Our February Sunday lectionary readings end with Matthew
and I Corinthians, both of which speak to our call to mission.
They also speak both to our distractions and discouragements
and invitations to lose our commitment to God’s plans for us, as
well as to the blessing that in it all, we can trust God’s faithful-
ness. God assures us of the very good news that we need only
do our part: God will take it from there, and bring about the
kingdom in and through our efforts:

Jesus says, Therefore I tell you, do not worry about your life,
what you will eat or what you will drink, or about your body,

what you will wear. Is not life more
than food, and the body more than
clothing? ...But strive first for the
kingdom of God and his righteous-
ness, and all these things will be
given to you as well. (Mt. 6:25,33)

And Paul says, What then is Apollos?
What is Paul? Servants through
whom you came to believe, as the
Lord assigned to each. I planted,
Apollos watered, but God gave the
growth. So neither the one who plants
nor the one who waters is anything,
but only God who gives the growth.
The one who plants and the one who
waters have a common purpose, and
each will receive wages according to
the labor of each. For we are God's
servants, working together; you are
God's field, God's building.

(1 Cor. 3: 7-9)

We’re called to mission. We’re on our

way. This month we’re awash in it.

Haiti Mission Agenda
(info provided by Ron Fullmer)

February 14-25: St. Paul's mission trip to Cap Haitien
and Fr. Noe's church and schools. Bishop Nedi Rivera
and Ron Fullmer will fly to Haiti three days ahead of
the rest of the team. Nedi will fly back on Monday to
join the St. Paul's New Orleans mission team. You can
read about these two mission trips on the St. Paul's
website (www.stpaulsthedalles.org/id4.html).

There are two major focal points for this trip, with the
majority of the work occurring February 21-24:

Half of the team will be working with the teachers to
observe how the school works and to provide some ad-
ditional educational training. (Later in the spring, two
teachers from Haiti will attend an educator's workshop
in Orlando; we're providing the travel, room and board,
and scholarships for these leaders, who will return to
Haiti and share their new knowledge.)

The other half of the team will be assessing the gen-
eral health of the students. We'll begin to build a data-
base that can be used to track the students' health, and
we'll be alerting Fr. Noe and the staff of any concerns.
We probably won't be dispensing medicine on the trip,
but we will be learning what we can do better or differ-
ently on future trips. We've got a doctor, two nurses
and some non-medical types (moi included) who will
be working on this team.
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Living Water International (Haiti)

Between March 24 and April 2, Ron Fullmer
will take the first of two Living Water Interna-
tional trips to Cap Haitien planned for this year.
As usual, the team won’t know exactly where it
will be working, but they will repair a number of
wells. Clean water is an essential that we take for
granted, but is a rarity to large populations
throughout the world.

Please keep our Haitian friends, both old and
new, in your prayers as well. If you are inter-
ested in helping out financially, you can mail
checks to Ron, and he will route them to their
proper destination.
