Several years ago, the moienazing Gracevas released concerning the life of William Wilburforce. You may kno

the song AAmazing Graceo but Wi lliam Wilburforce' [
calendar of Episcopal saints for his lifelong commitment to social justice, in particular working in the British Parlill-
ment to first abolish the slave trade, and then to abolish slavery altogether in the British Empire. Deeply religious, he
made a critical decision in his life not to become a clergyman, but to dedicate his life in politics in service to hunggnity
and social justice issues. The movie portrays this personal and political struggle.

Here in Oregon, we may not have a William Wilburforce but we do have organizations at work keeping social jugice at
the forefront of their Christian commitment. One such organization is Ecumenical Ministries of Oregon (EMO), 4
statewide association of Christian denominatie@ssmenical associations and interfaith partngosking together to

improve the lives of Oregonians through community ministry programs, ecumenical and interreligious dialogue, gnvi-
ronmental ministry and public policy advocacy.

advocacy committeend as a representative of our diocese. Most recently at their meetingamidry in Salem, they
discussed on which social justice issues they wanted to set their focus fe2(ARL2

Remaining at the top of their priorities are issues that for many Christians could seem automatic, but to this day till
remain problems in Oregénpoverty and basic needs by preserving safietg for those at risk for hunger and home-
lessness; health care, especially affordable health care fénéome Oregonians; immigrant rights at both the state

and federal levels; and death penalty and criminal justice reform to name a few. EMO would also like to devel@ an
interfaith education and advocacy campaign looking at issues of economic justice, poverty, and the role of govefhment
in ending poverty, reducing inequality, and creating a strong maalés.

EMQOs list is longer than what's listed h@&rgou may be familiar with one close to your heart. Social justice issues ghn
be addressed in multiple ways, and don't always require giving money or volunteer hours at specific events andffimes
and places. We can all support social justice by being informed, writing letters, and the way we vote. At the nat§nal

Janet talked about
possibly having the Junior Warden be more of a supervisory position in terms of building maintenance. The
Jr. Warden would/could be an elected member of the Vestry and appointed by the Vestry as Junior Warden.
That change would mean that the maintenance and everyday upkeep would fall to the team (of worker bees)
that supports the Jr. Warden. Working out the details of such a change would take some time and require a
change in the bylaws. Until that time and if no one steps forward to be elected Jr. Warden, someone will

have to be appointed to fill the position on an interim basis.

The vestry went into executive session to discuss staffing issues noting the impending shortfall in the budget.
After the meeting adjourned, there was a celebration in honor of the outgoing vestry members, Jill, Andrea,
