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   But as it is, there are many parts, yet one body . The  

   eye cannot say to the hand, óI do not need youô nor 

   again the head to the feet, 'I have no need of you.'é 

   God has so composed the body é that there should be 

   no division in the body, but that the members should  

   have the same care for one another. And if one  

   member suffers, all the members suffer with it; if one  

   member is honored, all the members rejoice with it.  

   Now you are Christôs body, and individually parts of it. 
  

   I think that Paulôs imagery of body parts saying, ñI 

donôt need youò is brilliant. It captures so perfectly the 

challenge of being the body of Christ: the distinct parts, 

so variable and different from each other, yet unified as 

one body. So simple: one body, many parts; one unified 

body made up of diverse parts. Simpleébut surely not 

easy! 

    Here at St. Paulôs, we have had a history of being 

committed to intentionally embracing different parts of 

the body, and honoring the differing gifts of the members 

of the body. We can call it mutual ministry, ministry of 

the baptized, total ministry, shared ministry. Whatever 

the name, the point is the same: honoring and 

encouraging all parts of the body of Christ to joyfully 

embrace our part, our gifts, and to use them to bring 

honor to the whole. In that honoring and use of our gifts, 

all the members are honored, and all the members 

rejoice.

I can just see it ~ the letter is read, and the 

Corinthians turn to one another and say, This 

is from Paul?! Paul who?! Surely not our 

Paul, Paul of Tarsus? Monty Python could 

pull it off, but Paul?  

    Paulôs letters show him as committed, 

serious, earnest, passionate; he urgently 

pressed on to spread the Good News of 

Christ. He endured beatings, imprisonment 

and disdain as he traveled and cajoled and 

taught and urged others to give up all manner 

of earthly comforts and preoccupations of 

this life in order to come to know and serve 

the Living Christ in whom could be found, 

and only in whom could be found, eternal 

life and the point of this life.  

    From very early days his sign was 

scripture crossed with a sword, to denote his 

persecution of the church turned to devotion 

to the church and spreading the Word of God 

in/as Jesus Christ. He occasionally listed his 

trials in spreading the Good News, but he 

never shrank from the task; he saw it as the 

point of his life, the highest calling, a 

privilege and honor and trust.  

    And yet, here we have it ð silliness; 

goofiness, even. Paul gives us the picture of 

talking hands and feet and heads and eyes, 

spatting with each other! We laugh, but Paul 

has led us to his point in all seriousness:

    Overcoming the ever-present temptation to see and 

value only the gifts that nourish or emanate from our 

part of the body ð that we are or are familiar with ð 

requires mindfulness that it is a trap. Thatôs the trap 

that Paul is drawing the attention of the Corinthians to, 

and itôs a trap we fall into all too readily today, too. 
 

    Paul shows us the way to avoid falling into that 

trap: Love.  
 

    Paul follows his discussion of the diversity of the 

body with Chapter 13, a powerful exhortation to love. 

Only in Godôs love, and in the self-giving love of God 

as we experience it in Christ, can we live in the 

fullness of joy and appreciation of the whole body.  

    Then, the whole body sharing together in honoring 

one another, serving one another, and loving one 

another, will be able to go out into the world to honor, 

serve and love all of Godôs creation. Using the gifts 

that God has so abundantly endowed us with, we join 

God in bringing to all, healing, reconciliation, peace 

and hope. That is the work we have been given to do 

ð and we can do it by loving and honoring God, our 

neighbors, and ourselves.  

    I have been thinking about the diversity of gifts and 

roles in the body of Christ as I look forward to the fall, 

and to the many ways that we will work together to 

begin a new year of Sunday School, choir, book 

studies, stewardship celebrations and mission. And 

coming right up, we have the General Convention in 

Anaheim in July.  

    By working together, each of us offering the use 

of the gifts we have been given, in our diversity we 

will find unity and strength ð and joy in the 

fulfillment of our mission. I ask each of us to 

humbly and intentionally ask God to reveal our 

strengths, to make clear our call, and to give us the 

courage and will to then offer ourselves to serve 

without reserve, but with good cheer and 

confidence. 

    So, let us encourage and support each other. Let 

us work together to build up each other and the 

body of Christ. 1 Corinthians 12:4-6, The 

Message, sums it up nicely:  
 

   God's various expressions of power are in action 

   everywhere; but God himself is behind it all.  

   Each person is given something to do that shows  

   who God is: Everyone gets in on it, everyone  

   benefits. All kinds of things are handed out by the  

   Spirit, and to all kinds of people! The variety is  

   wonderful!

Your Vestry met in our regularly scheduled session, at 7 pm, on June 

17. We did not have a quorum at the meeting, but that was OK since 

there was no official action that required a vote except to approve the 

minutes, and that can be done next time. 
 

Jerry Frazier did his usual good job of bringing us up to date with our 

financial picture and the really good news is that the Binney 

Endowment Fund came through with our second distribution for the 

year, in the amount of $16,177.40. Unfortunately, I must also report 

that without that distribution, our church would have been unable to 

meet our current financial needs from the pledges and donations of 

our members. Currently, our income exceeds our expenses by 

$3,285.00, but as you can see, without the donation from the Binney 

Fund, we would have been behind by more than $12,000.00. 
 

Your Vestry will be meeting again on Saturday, June 27, to discuss 

that issue and many others. Please remember them in your prayers. 

For me, that will be my last meeting with Vestry as either a Vestry 

member or as your Senior Warden. Monte Dickinson will be 

assuming the duties of Senior Warden and your monthly update will 

come from her. I am sure she will do an outstanding job and serve 

you well. 
 

If I may now be allowed a short personal note, please bear with me. I 

never wanted, I never expected, nor ever felt qualified to be selected 

as your Senior Warden and yet that was the gauntlet laid down before 

me. Even as I picked it up, I was aware that we would be facing some 

difficult times. During my time, we met our challenges head on and 

got through them with a minimum of pain. Without the support of 

Vestry, retired clergy and especially each of you, we could not have 

made it to where we are today. Thank you all for your encourage-

ment, your tutelage and your support. It has been an honor to have 

served you in this way.

Fair Linen . A long white cloth that 

covers the top of the altar. It typically 

hangs down some distance over the ends 

of the altar. The BCP directs that at the 

Eucharist the altar ñis spread with a clean 

white cloth during the celebrationò (p. 

406). Historically, in the early church a 

small table was brought out and put in 

place for the liturgy of the table. A white 

cloth was spread on the table at this time. 

As late as the eighth century, a white 

cloth was spread upon the holy table 

during the Eucharist by deacons after the 

liturgy of the word. It is appropriate for 

the altar cloth to be spread on the altar 

before the service or at the offertory. It 

may be embroidered with five crosses, 

one on each corner and one in the center. 

References to the fair linen date from the 

1552 BCP.

All our hard work earned us $343. That is a nice 

profit for a few hours' work and well worth our 

time. We are going to schedule a car wash once a 

month, so plan on a repeat performance in August 

and September. If we are able to earn a similar 

amount each time, that will give us over a thou-

sand dollars for the mission trip. 

 

January 2010 Trip to Haiti 
 

St. Paul's will be sending a group of short-term 

missionaries on a first visit to Cap Haitian, Haiti, 

in January. We will be staying and working with 

Fr. Noe Bernier, an Episcopal priest who lives in 

Cap Haitian. Rev. Janet first met Fr. Noe in 2000. 

 

So far, we have had two planning meetings, and  

it looks like 16 people will be going on this trip. 

Raising funds to support the travelers will be a 

major issue, which we have already begun to  

address. We are requesting ongoing prayers for 

all involved.

Fresh produce will be collected at St. Paulôs every Sun-

day and Monday morning throughout the summer, be-

ginning July 5.

On Mondays, Janeal Booren from the Commu-

nity Action Program will deliver the produce to local 

program sites that need the produce and have staff 

available to distribute it.

In-

come to date is $983, with a bit more expected to come 

in.
