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Message from the Rector 

One thing I love about hot July days in The Dalles is that the heat and dryness com-
bine to practically beg you to find a cool spot with a breeze to stretch out and read a 
book.  Not just any book….but a book that captures your imagination and takes you 
away to a different time and place…a different way of looking at things.   
I remember picking up The Chronicles of Narnia on a July day back in the year 2000- I 
hadn’t read The Chronicles as a child, and although I had read and loved other of C. S. 
Lewis’ great works- Mere Christianity, The Great Divorce, Letters to Malcolm Chiefly 
on Prayer, Out of the Silent Planet-A Space Trilogy- Chronicles was my first foray into 
children’s fiction.   
I had decided to read The Chronicles because I had come across a quote from one of 
the books and I was captivated: I wanted to know everything else that had been said 
up to that point and would be said after!  At the time, I had heard what I understood 
to be a “call” to ordination…and I knew I was wrong, because I was so utterly insuffi-
cient.  But it wouldn’t go away.  And then, reading a snippet from Prince Caspian, 
Chapter 15, I read this: 

Welcome, Prince," said Aslan. "Do you feel yourself sufficient to take up the King-
ship of Narnia?"  "I — I don't think I do, Sir," said Caspian. "I'm only a kid."  
"Good," said Aslan. "If you had felt yourself sufficient, it would have been a proof 
that you were not." 
…  "You come from the Lord Adam and the Lady Eve", said Aslan. "And that is both 
honour enough to erect the head of the poorest beggar, and shame enough to 
bow the shoulders of the greatest emperor on earth; Be content." 

Be content; put things in perspective; be humble, accepting in your insufficiency and 

finally knowing that it’s neither all about, nor all up to, you.  Thanks be to God! 

I’ve been thinking about all of this because I’ve been reading another book- a book 

that will take me happily into many a day in July.  It’s called Bread of Angels, and it’s 

a book of sermons from a great preacher- Barbara Brown Taylor.   

 

In this book, Taylor takes up company with C. S. Lewis, Madeleine L’Engle, J. K. 

Rowling, and other great storytellers who accept the challenge of inviting us to go 

where deeper truths lie:  to have new eyes to see, and new strength to live courageously 

in this time of “now and not yet.”  Now, with God present, with new life in Christ 

bursting forth…. and Not Yet, for evil still exists, and all is not yet set to rights- recon-

ciled in God. 
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Taylor invites us to begin to see the world for what it is and how it is, by entering into the sto-

ries that are told to reveal that world.  She says: 
We live in a world where glory is possible, where light may break through any moment.  We believe in 

what we can see, but we believe in more than that.  Earth and flesh, comfort and sorrow, are terribly im-

portant to us, but they are not elemental.  The world is not made out of them.  The world is made out of 

light, which is straining against the skin of the world even as we speak.  You never know when a face may 

begin to shine [like Moses' when he had been in the presence of God] including your own but even when 

we cannot see the light, we believe in it, because we have heard the stories.  We know that God's glory is 

pulsing just beneath the surface of things, with power to transfigure the darkest of our days. 

I say "we believe," but of course I also mean "we want to believe," which is the moving paradox of faith.  

Every day we count on things we cannot see to hold us when we fall.  We entrust the weight of our lives to 

things we cannot prove.  By the power of our beliefs, we choose what kind of world we will live in—a po-

rous world, full of glory doors leaking light, or a flat world where everything is exactly what it seems.  I 

leave you with the stories, to make up your own minds.

We are entering the liturgical season of the year sometimes called “Ordinary Time.”  It is ordered… 
regularly scheduled readings in the Sundays after Pentecost…the schedule of readings are designed to 
help us have eyes to see, ears to hear; it calls us to grow as disciples and followers of Christ; to grow 
into a maturity of belief and faith that will allow us to enter into the stories of faith- our own and oth-
ers’- and to see glory bursting forth!;  to see God doing a new thing:   

 
See, I am doing a new thing! Now it springs up; do you not perceive it?  
I am making a way in the desert and streams in the wasteland. ...  Isaiah 43:19. 

 
This is not ordinary in any sense being plain, or unremarkable, or usual.  No, the point of “Ordinary Time” is to 

call us into seeing with the eyes of faith and story… to see beyond the surface of life- including but not limited to 

everyday experiences that are sometimes mundane, sometimes wonderful, sometimes powerful and sometimes 

baffling… but are nonetheless unmistakably things of this world.  It beckons us to God Present- to God’s glory 

breaking through! 

That is what the so-called "Ordinary Time" is all about.  It is really not "ordinary" at all!  It is extraordinary, for it 

is about making ourselves available to perceive God's glory.  And stories like The Chronicles, or Harry Potter tales, 

or A Wrinkle in Time help us to get there. 

So, as the hot, quiet days of July set in, I invite you to join me:  I am going to pick up a book, watch a movie… 

enter into the stories… and strive to perceive God’s glory, just beneath the surface, bursting 

through to enlighten our days and lives if only we’ll perceive it.  And when I want to protest 

that I can’t, or it’s not worth the effort…I’ll give a thought to one last of my favorite Chronicles 

quotes- from The Magician’s Nephew:  

The trouble about trying to make yourself stupider than you really are is that you very 

often succeed. 

Ouch!!! 

Let us go and begin  

the extraordinary journey that is Ordinary Time!

Mary Magdalene, Saint 
 
A disciple of Jesus, she was from the city of Magdala in Judea, hence the surname of 
Magdalene.  She was the woman Jesus delivered from evil spirits. Mary was among the 
women who accompanied and supported Jesus and the apostles. She was present at 
the crucifixion. Mary was also the first to witness the resurrection, which Jesus told her 
to announce to his disciples. Some traditions identify her with Mary of Bethany. Since 
she witnessed the resurrection, she has been called “equal to the Apostles.” Bernard of 
Clairvaux called her the “apostle to the Apostles.”  Later tradition identified Mary Mag-
dalene with Mary the Sinner, the penitent prostitute who anointed Jesus’ feet. Mary 
Magdalene is commemorated in the Episcopal calendar of the church year on July 22.  
 
James the Apostle, Saint 
 
( the Greater). James and John, sons of Zebedee, are mentioned frequently in the gos-
pels. James is usually mentioned first. He is sometimes called “the elder” or “the 
greater,” to distinguish him from the other apostle James. The son of Alphaeus, who is 
called James the Less. James was a fisherman by trade. James and John left their father 
and their work as fishermen when called to Jesus. They became apostles, and with Peter 
formed an inner circle in the apostolic group. They witnessed the Transfiguration, the 
healing of Peter’s mother-in-law, the raising of the daughter of Jairus, and the agony at 
Gethsemane. Jesus nicknamed the brothers James and John “sons of thunder.” Legend 
claims that James was a great traveler and carried the gospel to Spain. He is the patron 
saint of that country where he is called Santiago. His work for the Lord in Jerusalem an-
gered Herod, who had him killed about the year 42.  He was the first of the apostles to 
be martyred and the only one whose martyrdom is mentioned in the Bible (Acts 12:1-2). 
James’s life is commemorated in the Episcopal calendar of the church year on July 25.

I think he commanded us thus so that 
we can in the end, love our enemies, which is the work of all Christian people.  If prayer can 
help us love our enemies, then it must, of course, increase our love for one another.

Finally, I ask that you continue to pray for me so that I may serve God with all my heart and 
mind and strength and you with deeper love and wisdom.
