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Message from the Rector 

 

S t .  P a u l ’ s  M e s s e n g e r  

   When Ron and I lived in Berkeley during 

seminary, we would often go for a walk just be-

fore dusk; we would trudge up the steep part of the 

hill on Virginia Street, turn to look at the stunning 

San Francisco bay below us, and then wait patiently 

to see if the wild turkeys were coming to roost that 

evening. With startling regularity they would mean-

der around the neighborhood of a certain stately and 

beautiful redwood tree. And then suddenly, as if on 

cue, they would begin to make their way, one at a 

time, into the courtyard of a house near the tree; 

then onto the roof of the house; then into the tree 

and onto a branch. The flock was large, and this 

process would take a while; and they talked to each 

other as it was occurring. I always imagined them 

saying, “Goodnight”...”Goodnight”...”Goodnight” 

...just as the Walton family did. 
 

   The most amazing thing about this whole process 

was that although the roosting itself felt orderly, 

everything else about the process seemed random 

and disorderly. The turkeys would arrive, get it 

each others‟ way, seem to grouch at one another, 

and sometimes just fly away for no apparent reason 

at all. The peace at the end belied the straggly proc-

ess that preceded it. 
 

   I thought then, and continue to think now, that 

those turkeys provided a glimpse of what our own 

lives often look like: random acts, beauty, frustra-

tion, chance decisions; no apparent order...and yet... 

at some point, purpose and peace.  
 

   Getting to purpose and peace...that can be a chal-

lenge! But don‟t you find that in the midst of the 

apparent chaos that surrounds us, you keep seeking 

a way through? A path? You want some hint that 

there is in fact an ordering, or a purpose, or a way 

to get through that is more than just chance and 

happenstance—that is, in fact, God‟s will or pur-

pose? If we could just find the way through, we 

could act with intention, and endure the hardships 

of difficulties as part of the overall plan. 
 

   Finding that path; deciding to move forward and 

to chose one way as opposed to another in faith or 

hope that it is God‟s will; seeing God‟s hand in the 

chaos, or difficulty, or uncertainty, and trusting God 

 

Prayer For Guidance 
 

O God, by whom the meek are guided in judg-
ment, and light rises up in darkness for the 

godly: Grant us, in all our doubts and uncertain-
ties, the grace to ask what you would have us to 
do, that the Spirit of wisdom may save us from 
all false choices, and that in your light we may 

see light, and in your straight path may not 
stumble; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.   
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to guide. That, in essence, is what discernment is about. 

Like my wild turkeys, that process can appear totally random, fraught with variables that defy understanding, 

and sometimes quite pointless. But like my turkeys, it is in fact the way to find a roost...a place of rest. And 

like the wild turkeys, we, too, can give a thankful cluck of “Goodnight” when we finally alight on a place to 

rest.  
 

   In these times of uncertainty, times when we truly crave knowledge of what is the “right way,” usually we 

hit a point when we commit that we will gladly do “it”—whatever it” is—if someone would just give the as-

surance that it was right. But rarely does that happen. And for most of us, when the assurance we‟re seeking is 

assurance from God, the Only One whose way through really matters to us, this process of discernment is very 

hard, baffling and frustrating in turns, and yet filled with unexpected times of rest and encouragement...like 

watching my turkeys find their place in the redwood tree nooks. 
 

   In our life‟s journey of twists, turns, dead-ends, uncertainties, surprises…. All manner of things happen that 

if we were to speak out, we would surely say, “This is not what I expected!” ….but what we expect and desire 

are frequently far less wonderful, far shallower, and certainly far easier, than what God has prepared for us. 

We walk in those ways that God has prepared for us and find richness and blessings beyond anything we could 

have asked for! And, thanks be to God, we do not walk those ways alone: Always, Jesus is with us—even to

Do you have a decision to make? 
 

   We constantly encounter the need to discern—as a diocese, as St. Paul’s, as well as individuals; discern-
ment takes time, care, patience and a willingness to let go of all things we hold dear, if needed—all things, 
that is, except God. Trusting God to guide us through the uncertainty and apparent chaos, and to lead us 
to a place to roost, doesn’t come naturally or easily for most of us. But we do not go into uncharted terri-
tory. 
 

   Here is one map, a bare bones Ignatian discernment technique: 
 

   Write down in basic form, the question. Then make headings of possible alternative answers- broadly 
stated, and without censoring them or rejecting them: no matter if the alternative is good, bad, indifferent, 
or impossible… write it down. Then write down pros and cons of each alternative- again, not censoring and 
not evaluating. Then pray for ―Holy Indifference‖— pray that your own emotions, and preferences, or under-
standings will be held in abeyance so that nothing will cloud or distort your reception of God’s guidance. Let 
the Holy Spirit renew your mind and heart and make the muddle clear. And then review the options and 
seek clarity and peace in refining those options.  
 

   When you have a sense of peace about an option, ask yourself: how will I feel about this in the morn-
ing… in a week…in a year. How will I feel if I don’t take this option- in the morning, in a week, in a year? 
Look to see if you still have a sense of peace. Trust that God’s will for you is for good… God’s path may 
not be easy…in fact, almost never is easy!...but it will be good, and will be wholly consistent with scripture 
and Jesus’ constant urging and pointing to the Kingdom of God: it will be a path of justice, righteousness, 
kindness, and walking humbly with our God.

So, 

although there is a price, the price is right: God 

has already given us all the resources we need to 

do our work. We just need to give it ~ with joy 

and thanksgiving!  
 

   As Senior Warden, I am constantly amazed as I 

watch our priest who gives, serves, shares without 

ceasing—tirelessly, 

endlessly, joyfully. I 

invite, no, I challenge 

each of us to do the 

same!!

ALL SAINTS DAY: 
 

   The Feast of All Saints is a Holy Day of the 

church honoring all saints, known and unknown. 

Many known saints are honored on specific days, 

but there are others who are unknown or unsung. It 

is usually celebrated on November 1, which this year 

is a weekday—so it will be celebrated on November 

7, the first Sunday following November 1. The eve 

of All Saints Day is known as All Hallows Eve 

(more commonly called Halloween). The liturgical 

color is white.  
 

   All Saints Day originated in the time of Pope 

Gregory III (d. AD 741), and was likely first 

observed in Germany. Pope Gregory IV ordered 

church-wide observance in 837 AD. During the 

Reformation, the Protestant churches understood 

“saints” in its New Testament usage as including all 

believers, and re-interpreted the Feast of All Saints 

as a celebration of the unity of the entire church. 
 

   The whole day is tied with the concept of the 

Communion of Saints, the belief that all God‟s 

people in heaven and on earth are connected in a 

communion. At St. Paul‟s and elsewhere, there is a 

long-standing tradition of reading the names of 

loved ones, “saints,” who have died, which we will 

do on November 7.
