the Diocesan Convention the next weekend.  And we're not done!  We will be blessed to have 

Robin Denney, an agricultural missionary to the South of Sudan, with us on Sunday October 23, 

and then we'll end the month with a great Family Reunion to celebrate 50 years of St. Paul's at 

1805 Minnesota St.!   

Rejoice….again I say, Rejoice! 

Our journey through the month in scripture will be a bit of percussion emphasis of big themes 

with a counterpoint of bittersweet turnings: in thunder and lightning- I hear tympanis!- God gives 

the people "The Ten Commandments"; Moses will receive the Commandments and see God's 

Glory, and The Exodus will end when Joshua leads the Israelites in the crossing of the Jordan 

River into Canaan.  In what has always struck me as a very tender and touching but sad occasion, 

Moses will die before the journey takes his people into the Promised Land. Take a moment to con-

sider the beautiful and poignant and utterly ethereal blend of sadness and joy of Gabriel Faure's 

Requiem - In paradisum, http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=nCNq5kCGD4Y, choir of King's College, 

Cambridge/England. 

 

When we turn to the Gospel, Jesus' messages will reflect his own unwavering journey to death, 

and that death to be death on the cross.  Jesus will call us as disciples, as he called his disciples 

then, to accept that this is the way of God: humble servant-hood, and selfless love for others.  This 

way, therefore, is the way Jesus will go, and we too must trod.  I hear cello this month in Jesus' 

passionate commitment to this way that he knows leads to his death; but that he also knows, leads 

to our life.  

 

Paul's words to us, in Philippians and 1 Thessalonians, seems to me to be like a descant, lifting our 

thoughts and hearts to the overwhelming joy that binds the verses- the readings- as part of the 

complex and magnificent whole.  Throughout October and beyond, Paul constantly calls us to see 

God in all things; to rejoice in all things; to trust God in all things; that we may come to the end as 

good and faithful servants, with peace in our hearts and joyful thanksgivings on our lips.  

 

May it be so. Amen!

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When Janet extended the invitation to me to be Senior Warden,  I declined with 5,000 reasons why that was a bad idea.  That was not 

my most gracious moment!!  Then, that same night, God woke me up and spoke loudly and clearly.  Yikes!!  The rest is history.   

One of the unexpected blessings for me, is that my faith has deepened in an amazing way. 

 
 So, I now find myself at the church regularly during the week, am engaged in more E-mails/telephone calls, and work on a variety 

of projects/topics with Janet.    As a result, I have had the privilege of observing our priest being the hands and feet of Jesus not only 

to the people of St. Paul’s but to people who are on the periphery.  She is out and about in the community doing a variety of things 

that would be off the radar for most of us.   Let me share a recent experience. 

 

Shortly after Janet arrived, she initiated the Thursday noon Healing Service.  The very first one (and a number of them thereafter) 

was attended by a lady who was in both physical and emotional pain.  She was a 24/7 caretaker of a gentleman who had been at the 

Veteran’s Home where she was a CNA.  He was given 6 months to live, said he wanted to go home to die, and asked if this CNA 

would be his caretaker.  She agreed saying she would do everything she could to keep him comfortable and enjoying those 6 months.  

That was seven, yes 7(!), years ago and Janet recently officiated at his funeral service.   

 

I attended that funeral and was touched by how much Janet knew about him and how personally she could speak about this man who 
never set a foot inside the walls of St. Paul’s.  She continued pastoral care for both the patient and caretaker in his home.  The care-

taker asked Janet to walk her down the aisle at the funeral (just as a family member might do) and to escort her up to the casket to 

say her final farewell.   That caretaker was/is an angel on earth – and Janet was the face of God for both of them – Jesus in street 

shoes.   

 

Janet, always wanting to deflect the attention away from herself, simply says, “Isn’t God amazing?”  She prefers to talk about the 

people of St. Paul’s being the face of God to others.  And there totally is that!   Ned (& Sandy) lead our pastoral care team; Steve led 

us to the Hope Warming Place; Denise, Harriet, and Rule are our champions for community meals; John and Ron with Habitat for 

Humanity.  And that’s just a portion of how we are touching others.  Let us give thanks for all from St. Paul’s who are the face of 

God to so many in an amazing variety of places. 

 
Speaking of giving thanks ....and this may sound like it doesn’t quite follow ….we are approaching convention (Oct. 14-16 in Her-

miston) and facing yet another year of the diocese running a deficit.  Most, if not all, of the congregations in the Diocese of Eastern 

Oregon are also facing deficits – borrowing from reserves to pay the bills.  If the parishes “go under” because of lack of operating 

funds, there will be no diocese.  It is a serious issue that can no long be ignored.  We, at St. Paul’s need to become sustainable – we 

need to balance our operating budget so that we can continue to contribute to the diocese.   

 

Accordingly, St. Paul's vestry has taken action both with our own budget, and with a stab at provoking change within the Diocesan 

budget, by filing a resolution to be considered at the Diocesan Convention that would reduce the rate of diocesan assessment re-

quired of each church from 25 percent to a more common rate of 17.5 percent.  St. Paul's recognizes that whatever happens at con-

vention, though, we, at St. Paul’s need to become sustainable – we need to balance our operating budget so that we can continue to 

serve our community and our mission in the world, as well as contribute to the diocese.   

 
Now, getting  back to the thanks part(!), I’ll share that I have been reading “Bread of Angels” by Barbara Brown Taylor.    It is a 

series of sermons where she offers clarity to concepts and gives new insights to scriptures that would have escaped me.   In one, enti-

tled Clothed with Power, she describes the power of the Holy Spirit descending upon the disciples on the day of Pentecost.  In part, 

this includes “the abiding presence of God in Christ with all the safety and comfort that relationship promises.  This is the spirit of 
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peace and concord – the one that smooths our ruffled feathers and revives our weary souls, the one that – 

lo! – is with us always, whenever we have the good sense to breathe in and say THANK YOU!” 
 

So, let me plant this seed one more time.  If you have had the blessing of a vacation, the completion of a 

special project, visits from or to special people in your life, simply the blessing of the beautiful summer months we’ve just enjoyed, 
“breathe in and say THANK YOU.”  Consider acting on it by putting an extra offering in the plate marked “operations budget” to 

“thank God from whom all blessings flow!”   I believe with my whole being that God’s plan is for St. Paul’s to become sustainable.  

But it is up to each of us to help make that happen.    

 
Once again, let us “breathe in and say THANK YOU.”  May each one of us offer our fervent prayers!!  Let us give thanks for the 

path we are taking at St. Paul’s, for the enthusiasm, energy and good works of our parish as a whole, and for the hope that it all 

brings for the future of our church and the diocese.

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EPISCOPAL MINUTE/ALTAR GUILD 
 

SAINT LUKE, THE EVANGELIST 

St. Luke was a Gentile, and the traditional author of the Gospel According to Luke and the Acts of the 
Apostles. He was a physician and is identified with the church’s ministry of healing. In Col 4:14, he is de-
scribed as “the beloved physician.”  Many Episcopal hospitals have the name of St. Luke because he is 
the patron saint of healing and the healing professions. His uniqueness is seen in his detailed descrip-
tion of the birth of Jesus, possibly deriving from information given him by Mary, the Lord’s mother. It is 
in the Gospel According to Luke that we have the texts of the earliest Christian hymns, Magnificat, 
Benedictus, and Nunc dimittis. Only this gospel has the parables about the Good Samaritan and the 
Prodigal Son.  Luke gives special emphasis to the worth and status of women.  He stresses the inclusivity 
of the compassion and love of God.  Luke is often symbolized as a winged sacrificial ox holding a gospel 
book.  This symbolism is taken from the Gospel According to Luke, which begins with Zechariah sacrific-
ing in the temple and which describes the sacrifice of Christ.  Luke is sometimes pictured as a painter 
making Christ known through art.  Luke accompanied Paul on his second missionary trip from Troas to 
Philippi, and on the third missionary trip from Philippi to Jerusalem.  He also went with Paul to Rome.  
Luke’s life and work as a physician, historian, and evangelist is commemorated in the Episcopal calendar 
of the church year on October 18.

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About 1205, a young man named Francis who lived near Assisi in Italy renounced the life he 
had been living as a member of a wealthy family of cloth traders, and began a life of humility, 
poverty, service to the poor and outcast, and reverence of all of God's creation.  In time, so 
many people joined this young man in his humble living, that they found that they asked the 
church to approve their way of life, and to allow them to live together as monks.  They commit-
ted to living together to help the poor, and to live without property, in peace, poverty and sim-
plicity. This request was granted, and so began the Order of the Friars Minor- commonly known 
as the Franciscans. 
Stories of Francis and his fellow monks have been known and loved from the time they came 
together.  Among those stories are accounts of Francis' respect and care of all creatures.  He is 
said to have saved a wolf from the people of a village by persuading the people to feed 
"Brother Wolf", so that he would not in hunger kill their animals; he preached to the birds who 
gathered around him, and they ceased their chirping until he dismissed them from his sermon; 
and he is said to have created the first nativity scene, complete with the animals that he was 
certain surrounded the Christ child from the beginning of his life.  He called all creatures brother 
and sister, and one of his most loved poems, Canticle of the Sun, praises God for Brother Sun 
and Sister Moon;  Brother Air and Sister Water. 
Francis' simple, peaceful, humble living, and his tender care of all creatures and creation, has 
made Francis perhaps the most well known and beloved saint of all time; he is the patron saint 
of the Humane Society, ecology, as well as all animals and the poor.  The day set aside to offi-
cially honor St. Francis is October 4, and many churches have blessings of the animals on or 
near that day.  St. John the Divine in New York City is an Episcopal Cathedral that holds a 
yearly blessing of the animals…and they will bless animals from gerbils to parrots, to horses to 
dogs, to orangutans and elephants! 
St. Paul's, The Dalles, is unlikely to have elephants among the animals blessed, but it too offers 
a yearly service with blessing of 
the animals.  This year, St. 
Paul's will hold the blessing of 
the animals at Sorosis Park, so 
that as many people as possible 
will be able to bring their pets 
and share in praising God for 
the wonder and joy of our crea-
ture companions.  The blessing 
will include a short service of 
prayers of thanks for the animals 
that so bless our lives, prayers 
for their health, for the protection 
of animals in need, for loving
