We are
not to sit and say, Yes, Lord, and then do nothing. Rather, we're to say Yes Lord, and then go forth to share
the Good News of God's grace and mercy; the Good News of the Kingdom of God come near- come here,
right now, each and every time we make known God's love. We're to say, and do, those things that let us
join making real the prayer we say in Jesus' name: " Your Kingdom come, Your will be done, on earth as it
is in heaven."

So, how are we as a church responding to this kick in the pants for fall? Well, we have choir and Sunday
School for the younger ones back underway- Hurray! We have work continuing apace on the Habitat
House- Hurray! We have plans being finalized for the third Haiti trip, this one focused on teaching the
teachers, and the Haiti and Here rebuilding project is also on the front burner- Hurray!

CURRIED CHICKEN & BROCCOLI SALAD

Curried Chicken and Broccoli Salad (from Cooking Light Fresh Food Superfast)
Curry-yogurt dressing

3 cups pulled rotisserie chicken

2 cups chopped Fuji apple (2 small or 1 large apple)

1/2 cup raisins

1 (12-ounce) package broccoli coleslaw

Prepare Curry -yogurt dressing in a large bowl. Add chicken and remaining ingredients: toss
well. Cover and chill until ready to serve. Yield: 6 servings (1 1/2 cup servings)

Curry-Yogurt Dressing

3/4 cup vanilla fat-free Greek yogurt

1 tablespoon chopped fresh cilantro

1 tablespoon grated peeled fresh ginger

1 1/4 teaspoons curry powder

1/4 teaspoon salt

Combine all ingredients. Cover and refrigerate until ready to use.

The Rev. Daniel Deng Kuot - News & Update

Greetings in the name of Jesus,

I'd like to take the time to show my deepest appreciation to all of my brothers and sis-
ters in Christ who have been helping hands to my ministry and family at this critical
moment. Thank you for your unending commitment.

Because of you, the basic necessities in my ministry have been accomplished
through providing scholarships for eight Sudanese children to attend school in Kenya,
and teachers have been paid at the Paloi Primary School so that children have
classes daily.

As you know, South Sudan’s independence on July 9th was a result of your hard
work by supporting Southerners through the war, CPA and Referendum until Inde-
pendence Day. Thank you all!

The new nation’s economic condition is already being felt at all levels. Hardship ex-
ists in everything from food to fuel, and more. In Juba, there are many challenges,
including a gasoline shortage causing problems with local transportation and fuel for
generators. The New Republic is starting with very little infrastructure, food shortages
in many areas, and little to no education.

Going Home!

The most sensitive issue in my ministry is relocation. To better serve the people in
Paloi, Rebecca and | would like to relocate our home base from Nairobi, Kenya to
Juba, South Sudan after our first child is born in three weeks. We really need your
supporting hands to acquire land and start building a simple home, a tukel, using lo-
cal materials typical to South Sudan.

| invite you to visit our family, and the people in Paloi, soon! Please consider bringing
a team from your church (November through May is the best time to visit South Su-
dan, right after the rainy season ends, and before the next rains begin). To learn
more about a mission trip to Paloi, or to visit our students at Loki Light Academy in
northern Kenya, please call Janis Ricker in the Sudan Sunrise office at (913) 599-
0800, email JanisRicker@sudansunrise.org.

Education in South Sudan

My current ministry continues to be serving the returning refugees in the Paloi area of
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Doung village in Jonglei State, South Sudan, and providing scholar-
ships for eight Sudanese children to attend school in northern Kenya. My calling is to
minister to the people in the Paloi area with the following goals.

Short Term Goals

Construct four temporary classrooms ($7,000, or $1750 per structure)

Provide salaries for four teachers ($150 each per month, or $600 monthly)

Apply to the World Food Program (“WFP”) to provide food for one meal daily at the
school

Provide scholarships for eight Sudanese students to continue their education at Loki
Light Academy in northern Kenya ($650 due for each in January 2012)

Provide pastoral oversight

Long Term Goals

Build a primary school for 328 children (approximate cost $160,000, including a water
system, latrines, permanent food preparation area and library.

school can be built, classes in
Paloi meet outside under the
shade of trees, with 328 students
enrolled at the school. The photo
shows Paloi Class 1B in ses-
sion. Students carry a chair to
school, or sit on rocks or cans

With classes held outside, stu-
dents cannot control their papers
due to the wind, and have asked
for four temporary classes to

be constructed made of local materials, including hay and poles, until funds are raised to
build a permanent school. | estimate this cost to be $7,000 and would like to begin as
soon as funds exist.

At the same time, sand has been purchased and cement is needed to begin making com-
pressed earth blocks to build up to 6-7 permanent classrooms. It is estimated 1,200
bags of cement will be needed at a cost of $12,000.

| am paying four teachers each $150 per month to teach at the Paloi Primary School, and

the teachers have been paid through July 2011. Once a permanent school is built, the
government of the Republic of South Sudan will take over paying teachers.
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This year, in order to apply to the World Food Program to receive food to prepare one
meal daily at the school, we constructed a temporary kitchen, latrines and food storage
area. An application has been submitted to receive food, and we are hoping to know
by next month if the application is approved. For many students, the meal provided
while at school may be their only meal a day. As soon as the WFP approves our appli-
cation to receive food, the school support staff will increase, as two cooks and one se-
curity guard will need to be provided for the school.

I continue to provide scholarships for eight Sudanese children to attend Loki Light
Academy in northern Kenya. For every student enrolled at Loki Light Academy, the
school enrolls one orphan from the local Loki area. Annual scholarships cost $650 per
student and have been paid for 2011. School fees for 2012 will be due in January.

Why education?

The new Republic of South Sudan covers an area larger than the UK and Germany
combined. There are in excess of 1.3 million primary school age children not in
school. South Sudan stands second-to-last in the world ranking for net enroliment in
primary education — and last on the world league table enrollment in secondary educa-
tion. Estimated enrollment for primary school is 46%. In 2010 there were just over
426,000 children in Grade 1, but only 117,000 in Grade 5 and 22,000 in Grade 8.

There are acute shortages of trained teachers. There is just one English and math
book for every four students. Around one-third of South Sudan’s schools do not have
safe drinking water, half are without access to latrines, and there is limited access to
health centers. [Source: UNESCO, policy paper “Building a better future: Education for
an independent South Sudan”, June 2011]

Food relief to Abyei refugees

Last month, | traveled to Turalei, South Sudan with Tom Prichard and a team of four
Muslim students from the Girifna organization (Girifna means “fed up” in Arabic) to de-
liver food relief to the Abyei refugees who fled to Turalei after a recent attack on their
village. Abyei is one of the remaining disputed areas on the border between north and
South Sudan. We rented a truck in Wau and delivered $10,000 worth of food to the
local Turalei residents and Abyei refugees. This opportunity allowed me to minister to
the Abyei refugees and show the character of Christ to all.

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SAFEGUARDING TRAINING

Good News for our convocation....we have a date for Safeguarding God's People train-
ing: Oct 8 from 10am -3pm, at St. Mark's Hood River . Lunch will be provided.

This is a program recommended for all in the church who are in positions of leadership, work
with children or adults, or make home visits.

Clergy and other church employees, as well as those who
work with children and youth, are required to take Safe-
guarding programs aimed at preventing child sexual abuse
Safeguarding God's Children and Safeguarding Online; and at
preventing sexual exploitation in communities of faith and
preventing sexual harassment of church workers
Safeguarding God's People.

Training for Safeguarding God's Children and Safeguarding
God's People regularly is offered at locations around the
diocese; to sign up for the Safeguarding Online training on
the Internet, contact your priest or senior warden who will
contact the diocesan office to enroll you.

MATTHEW, APOSTLES & EVANGELIST

According to Mark, he was the son of Alphaeus. He was a Jewish tax collector
working for the Roman government at Capernaum. Matthew is called Levi in the
accounts of his call to discipleship in Mark and Luke, but he is always referred to as
Matthew in the lists of the apostles. It is possible that Levi was his original name
and that Matthew, which means “gift from God,” was given to him after he became
a disciple. Since the second century the authorship of the first gospel has been attrib-
uted to St. Matthew, but it is considered unlikely by most scholars that the present
Gospel of Matthew was written by a Galilean tax collector. In Christian art he is pic-
tured at a desk writing his gospel, as a winged man in his role as an evangelist, and
sometimes with a spear, the legendary instrument of his death. We know nothing
about his death, but he is venerated as a martyr. Matthew is commemorated in the
Episcopal calendar of the church year on Sept. 21.
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REBUILDING THE CHURCH IN HAITI

A few months ago at a first Wednesday potluck was the first time I heard about the Episcopal Church's
project to rebuild Haiti's cathedral that was destroyed in the earthquake last year. After listening to people
talking about raising $10 million for the cathedral I wondered why so much money would be spent on a
church when Haitians are still living under tarps & lack the necessities of daily life. I asked about this. It
was explained that the cathedral was part of a large compound with several schools, a seminary, diocesan
offices and a rectory. $10 buys one brick. Local workers will be hired to do the construction. This
sounded like a great way to rebuild the church in Haiti and give Haitians jobs.

They told about a parish in eastern Oregon that created a picture of the cathedral in Haiti and as money
was donated bricks were added to the picture. This set me thinking of possible ways to make a chart to
track donations at St Paul's.

At the July potluck the "Haiti and Here" project for EDEO was described. It is a way to raise money for
the Haiti project and for a diocesan-wide mission project. Half the money collected will go to rebuilding
the cathedral in Haiti and half will go to a mission project in our diocese. The project is still to be se-
lected.

There was considerable discussion about donating all the money to rebuilding the Haiti cathedral or to
participate in the Haiti and Here project. Later when thinking about this discussion I thought that possibly
at St. Paul’s the Rebuilding the Church in Haiti could be designed to include both views. Donations could
be designated for Haiti or for the Haiti and Here project. Donors could choose which part of this project
their money would go to.

I’ve heard that the Outreach Committee needs to approve this project, I hope they decide soon. [ed. note:
This has been approved.] Only some of our church went to Haiti, but all of us can help in this effort. The
needs of the church in Haiti are staggering, but with each of us giving not just what we can spare but from
our hearts together we can contribute to rebuilding the church in Haiti and knowing that jobs are created
for Haitians.
